Having just celebrated Thanksgiving, we now look forward to Christmas and the celebration of 
the birth of our Lord and Savior.  A perfect time for us all to count our many blessings and to 
reflect on the greatest gift of all that came to us on that long ago winter night. 
  
As I look back over the year, there are many things that have been blessings.  Our 22nd annual 
Convention held on October 9-10 was a wonderful, very worthwhile event.  In fact, I had one of 
the women tell me that she has attended many conventions over the years and this one was the 
very best.  Our Chair, Claudie Calenzo and the Convention Intern, Cheryl Isotalo, along with the 
other Committee members, did a great job in pulling together an inspiring group of workshop 
leaders, a very meaningful worship service, speakers that held our attention, good meals, and I 
must mention the group of four women who closed our Convention with their songs and fun 
personalities, who call themselves ñThe Blue Plate Specialò.  We thank Pastor Meredith Musaus 
and Beth Dorsey for their hospitality and for allowing us to have our convention at Holy Cross 
Lutheran Church in Menomonee Falls.  Your In-Kind gift donations, designated for Lutheran 
Campus Ministry (LCM) in Greater Milwaukee, totaled $640.  A check has been sent to LCM.  
Thank you SO much for your generosity.  The 2010 Convention will be held at Atonement 
Lutheran Church in Muskego on October 1-2.  Mark your calendars now and plan ahead to 
attend. 
  
Your delegates at the convention elected the following individuals as Board members to serve 
you and our Synodical organization:  Betty Warber, Hephatha Lutheran Church, was elected 
Secretary, and Donna Derse, Atonement Lutheran Church, was elected Treasurer.  Board 
members elected were: Jan Camus, Martin Luther, Cheryl Isotalo, Nativity, Carla Lonski, Unity 
and Sue Seidemann, St. Peter, Sheboygan.  I am honored to have been re-elected to serve 
another two-year term as your president.  Please pray for all of us on the SWO Board asking 
that the Holy Spirit guides and directs all of our decisions, the events we plan, and the actions 
we take.  We pray for your continued support.  The eleven individuals on the Board cannot do 
all the work without your support and commitment. 
  
Newly elected Board members mean we had to say ñGood-bye and Thank Youò to a number of 
our 2008-09 Board members: Claudie Calenzo, Marilyn Day, Jan Fox, Marjorie Pagel and Mary 
Ellen Sorensen.  We will miss these faithful, dedicated women.  During the year we received 
resignations from Jerri Larsen and Susan Marshall.  We are grateful to Susan Marshall who did 
produce the Convention Book of Report and to our former Secretary, Jean Ditzenberger who 
stepped in to help where she could with Convention matters.  
  
Late in October, I received an e-mail report from Linda Post-Bushkofsky, Executive Director of 
the Women of the ELCA, Churchwide.  Because of a short-fall of $376,000 in revenue so far this 
year, they have found it necessary to reduce their staff by 1/3rd, which equals seven positions.  
This change has, of course, forced reorganization of responsibilities.  We need to keep these 
ñsistersò in prayer as they strive to continue their support to us and programs at the level we 
have come to expect.

(Sacred Spaces, continued)  The 

room/space, once selected, needs to be 
ñcleared.ò  Clean out that area and wash it down.  
Sweep away any negative thoughts or feelings 
from this space to create a very spiritual space.  
ñClearingò also means using bells, incense, 
chimes throughout the space while repeating an 
intention of your use of this space.  One of my 
favorite quotes from Inez is ñRemember that the 
most precious and sacred thing that will ever be in 
your sacred space will be your own breath in 
praise and prayer.ò   

The ñthingsò to be put in this space can be as 
simple as a prayer shawl or special cloth from an 
important trip or occasion with a cross or statue 
on it.  Add items slowly so that they become a 
part of the space on their own rather than 
collectively.  Keep only items that speak to you.  
Other items to include may be:  candles, a 
bubbling fountain, rocks, carvings, aroma oils, 
mementos from loved ones, a music player, 
blessed oil or water, prayer book or devotional, 
something to sit on. 

In using your Sacred Space, Inez re-affirms the 
importance of using your space only for spiritual 
practices.  This space can be a place to pray, 
read Scripture, find quiet, journal your thoughts 
and dreams.  What I like so much is that this is so 
very personal.  I am quoting from the handout, 
ñWhatever affirming and healing activities support 
your intention to know God more intimately, you 
can practice in your sacred space.ò 

Inez reminded the group that ñLuther saw the 
home as the first school in all that is sacred.  Each 
home should have a sacred space seen daily that 
reminds everyone in that house ï including 
households of one ï that in every moment we are 
in relationship with God.ò  That last phrase goes 
hand in hand with the Lutheran Woman Todayôs 
Bible Study on the Book of Romans where 
Abrahamôs ñright relationshipò with God was 
rewarded by his descendants being as vast as the 
stars! 

Consider creating your own Sacred Space to 
enrich your spiritual life. 

(Presidentôs Message, continued) The 

Church-wide Women of the ELCA receive the 
largest portion of their monetary support through 
your regular offerings and your Thank offerings.  
Without these offerings, the short-fall will be even 
greater. 

Our next Synod-wide event will be the Spring 
Retreat being held on May 15, 2010.  The theme 

is ñA 5 StaR Retreat-Relax, Renew, Re-
Connect, Refresh, Rejoice!  This gathering will 

be very special because we are joining together 
with the Women of the ELCA from the South 
Central Wisconsin Synod.   In trying to find a 
central location for both Synods, Immanuel 
Lutheran Church in Watertown has been selected 
as the retreat. 
 
I pray that this Christmas Season will bring much 
happiness and joy to you and your family.  Psalm 
96: vs. 11 says ñLet the heavens rejoice, let the 
earth be gladò for the Lord has come.  Alleluia!
